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EXPLANATORY NOTE

This bill seeks to establish the Misamis Occidental State College (MOSC),
integrating therewith the Oroquieta agro-Industrial School (OAIS) in Barangay
Villaflor, Oroquieta City, Province of Misamis Occidental.

The constitution explicitly provides that the State shall protect and promote
the right of all citizens to quality education at all levels and shall take appropriate
steps to make such education accessible to all. In pursuance thereof, Congress
has passed the Free Secondary Education Act of 1988 opening the pathway to
education to hundreds of our-of-school youths nationwide whose dire need for
education has been barred by poverty.

In a country like in the Philippines however, sending children to college
has been a life-long dream for all parents that they even shed blood, sweat and
tears for such noble ambition. For most of them and even for all of us, pursuing
higher education is the beginning of our long journey in search for loftier goals
and ideals. It is quite fortunate however, that while it is true that education is a
ticket to alleviate poverty and improved station in life, still many of our children
have remained out-of-school due to the vicious cycle that they are out-of-school
because they are poor, they are poor because the are out-of-school. This
situation encourages the growth and establishment of state colleges and
universities in the provinces to cater the poor but deserving students.



It is therefore the paramount objective of this important piece of legislation
to establish a state college in the Province of Misamis Occidental, integrating
therewith the Oroquieta agro-Industrial School (OAIS) in Barangay Villaflor,
Oroquieta City, Province of Misamis Occidental to be known as the “Misamis
Occidental State College (MOSC). The establishment of QAIS into MOSC will
not only help accommodate the expected influx of enrolees who are expected to
graduate from nearby high schools within the province but this will certainly
improve the quality education in the province.

In view of the foregoing reasons, the approval of this bill is earnestly

sought.

INTRODUCED BY REPRESENTATIVE JORGE T. ALMONTE

AN ACT PROVIDING FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE MISAMIS
OCCIDENTAL STATE COLLEGE (MOSC), INTEGRATING THEREWITH THE
OROQUIETA AGRO-INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL (OAIS) IN BARANGAY
VILLAFLOR, OROQUIETA CITY, AND APPROPRIATING FUNDS FOR OTHER
PURPOSES

Be it enacted by the Senate and the House of Representatives of the Philippines
in Congress assembled:

SECTION 1. Establishment.- There is hereby established as State College
in the Province of Misamis Occidental to be known as the Misamis Occidental
State College (MOSC), hereinafter referred to as the State College, integrating
therewith the Oroquieta Ago-Indutrial School (OAIS) in Barangay Villaflor,
Oroquieta City, Province of Misamis Occidental. The existing campus of OAIS in
Barangay Villaflor, Oroquieta City shall be the main campus of the State College.

SEC.2. General Mandate- The College shall primarily offer higher
professional, technical instructions for special purposes and promote research
and extension services, advanced studies and progressive leadership in
education, agriculture, fishery, engineering, arts and sciences, short-term
vocational-technical and other continuing courses as may be relevant. It shall
also provide primary consideration to the integration researches/studies for the
development of the Province of Misamis Occidental.

The existing high school shall be transferred to the jurisdiction and
supervision of the Department of Education (DepED); Provided, that this high
school shall be allowed to remain and operate within the campus of the State
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College until it shall have been accommodated in other public or private schools;
Provided, further, That the State College may operate a reasonably-sized
laboratory school, if it has a college of education.

SEC.3. Curricular Offerings.- The College shall offer undergraduate and
graduate and short-term technical courses within its area of specialization and
according to its capabilities as the Board of Trustees may deem necessary to
carry out its objectives, particularly to meet the needs of the Province of Misamis
Occidental and the Region.

SEC.4. Administration.- The College shall have the general powers of a
corporation set forth in the corporation law. The administration of the College and
the exercise of its corporate powers shall be vested exclusively in the Board of

Trustees and the president of the College insofar as authorized by the Board.

SEC.5 The Governing Board.- The governing body of the College shall be
the Board of Trustees, hereinafter referred to as the Board, which shall be

composed of the following:

(a) The Chairperson of the Commission on Higher Education
(CHED), as chairperson;

(b) The president of the College, vice- chairperson

(c) The Chairperson of the Committee of Education, Arts and
Culture of the Senate, member;

(d) The Chairperson of the Committee of Education, Arts and

Culture of the House of Representatives, member;

(e) The Regional director of the National Development
Authority (NEDA), Region X, member;

® The president of the faculty association of the College,
member;




() The president of the student council of the College,

member,

(h) The president of the alumni association of the College,
member;

(i) Two (2) prominent citizens who have distinguished

themselves in their profession or fields of specialization of
the College, members.

The two (2) prominent citizens shall be chosen from among the list of at
least five (5) qualified persons in the Province of Misamis Occidental, as
recommended by the search committee constituted by the College president in
consultation with the chairperson of the CHED and the other members of the

Board based on the normal standards and qualifications for the position.

The term office of the President of the faculty association, the president of
the student council and the president of the alumni association shall be
coterminous with their respective terms of office as set forth in their respective
constitution by laws. The Two (2) prominent persons shall serve a term of two

years.

SEC.6 Promulgation and Implementation of Policies.- The Board shall
promulgate and implement policies in accordance with the declared State
policies on education and other pertinent provisions of the Philippine Constitution
on education, agriculture, science and technology of the CHED under sports as
well as the policies , standards and thrusts of the CHED under Republic Act No.
7722, otherwise known as the “Higher Education Act of 1994”.

SEC. 7 Powers and Duties of the Board of Trustees.- The Board shall
have the following specific powers and duties in addition to its general powers of
administration and the exercise of all powers granted to the board of directors of

a corporation under existing laws:

To enact rules and regulations not contrary to laws as may be
necessary to carry out the purpose and functions of the College;
To receive and appropriate all sums as may be provided, for the
support of the College in the manner it may determine in its
discretion to carry out the purpose and functions of the College;
To import duty-free economic, technical and cultural books
and/or publications upon verifications by the CHED that such
imported books and/or publications are for economic, technical,
vocational, scientific, philosophical, historical or cultural purposes
in accordance with the provisions of the Tariff and Customs
Code, as amended;

To receive in trust, legacies, gifts and donations of real and
personal properties of all kinds and to administer and dispose the
same when necessary for the benefit of the College and subject
to the limitations, directions and instructions of the donor, if any.

Such donations hall be exempt from the donor’s tax and the same
shall be considered as allowable deductions from the gross income
in the computation of the income tax of the donor, in accordance
with the provisions of the National Internal Revenue Code (NIRC),
as amended: Provided, That such donation shall not be disposed

of, transferred or sold; and

To fix the tuition fees and other necessary school charges such
as but not limited to matriculation fees, graduation fees and
laboratory fees as the Board may deem proper to impose after

due consultation with the involved sectors.

Such fees and charges including government subsidies and
other income generated by the State College, shall constitute
special trust funds and shall be deposited in any authorized
government depository bank and all interests that shall accrue
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
