

















of Republic Act No. 10863, otherwise known as the “Customs
Modernization and Tariff Act.”

SEC. 19. Development Plan, Management Audit,
Organization /Administrative/Academic Structure. — Within
the period of one hundred twenty (120) days after the approval of
this Act, the University shall accomplish the following:

(a) Submit a five (5)-year development plan, including
corresponding program budget to the CHED, for corresponding
recommendation to the DBM;

(b) Undergo a management audit in cooperation with the
CHED; and

(¢) Accordingly set up its organizational, administrative,
and academic structure, including the appointment of the key
officials of the University.

SEC. 20. Appropriations. — The amount necessary to carry
out the provisions of this Act shall be charged against the current
year’s appropriations of the SSC. Thereafter, such sums as may
be necessary for the continued operation and maintenance of the
University shall be included in the annual General Appropriations
Act.

SEC. 21. Annual Report. — On or before the fifteenth (15™)
day of the second month after opening of the regular classes each
year, the Board shall file with the Office of the President of the
Philippines and both Houses of Congress, through the CHED
Chairperson, a detailed report on the progress, conditions and
needs of the University.

SEC. 22. Compliance with CHED Requirements. — The
provisions of this Act notwithstanding, the conversion of the
institution into a state university shall become effective only upon
the determination and declaration by the CHED, based
on the recommendation of a panel of experts it shall constitute for
the purpose, that the institution has complied with
the requirements for a university status based on CHED
Memorandum Order No. 46, series of 2012.
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The institution shall retain its status prior to the effectivity
of this Act until it is able to comply with the requirements provided
herein.

SEC. 23. Supplementary Application. — The provisions of
Republic Act No. 8292, otherwise known as the “Higher Education
Modernization Act of 1997, shall be an integral part of this Act
and shall serve as part of the Governing Charter of the University.

SEC. 24. Parity Clause. — All other powers, functions
and privileges, responsibilities and limitations to state universities
and their officials under existing laws shall be deemed granted to
or imposed upon the University or its officials, whenever
appropriate.

SEC. 25. Implementing Rules and Regulations. — Within
sixty (60) days from the effectivity of this Act, the Board,
in consultation with the CHED, shall formulate the rules
and regulations to fully implement the provisions of this Act.

SEC. 26. Separability Clause. — If, for any reason, any
part or provision of this Act is declared invalid or unconstitutional,
the remaining parts or provisions not affected thereby shall remain
in full force and effect.

SEC. 27. Repealing Clause. — All laws, presidential
decrees, executive orders, rules and regulations contrary to or
inconsistent with the provisions of this Act are hereby repealed
or modified accordingly.

SEC. 28. Effectivity. — This Act shall take effect fifteen
(15) days after its publication in the Official Gazette or 1n a
newspaper of general circulation.
